VENDOR RULES AND REGULATIONS

· Application Deadline: Applications should be received by June 30, 2012. 

· Booth and vending fees: Due with application. We are required by the City of Seattle to collect a $5 vending license fee from all vendors who have not provided us with their business license number

· Cancellation Policy: If you cancel on or before June 15th, 2012 your booth fee will be refundable.  There are no refunds after that date.

· State of Washington Department of Revenue Registration Number/UBI Number:  We are required by the State of Washington to collect your Washington State Business Registration Number (UBI).  If you have one, please include it in your application. If you do not, a permanent or a temporary permit can be obtained from the State by calling (206) 956-3002.

· Vendors are responsible for providing their own booths, equipment, and signs. We are unable to provide Water or Electricity. However you will have access to a restroom with hot and cold running water.  
Food Vendors see pages 3 and 4!!
· Category: Only the items/services reflected on you’re application may be sold.  For example, if you applied for an original crafts booths, you may not sell imported items.

· Hours of Operation:  All vendors must be open from 10AM to 5pm

· Load-In/Load-Out: Load in will take place only on Saturday morning beginning at 8AM and ending by 9:45AM.  Load Out is required to take place on Saturday afternoon beginning at 5 pm.  No vehicles will be allowed in the Fair area until the Fair Manager determines that it is safe, i.e. that the streets are clear of pedestrians. 

· Clean Up: Vendors are responsible for cleaning up their booth site.  All refuse must be taken to the designated area.

· Restrictions: No alcohol, loud music, or televisions are allowed in the booths.  

· Agreement: The undersigned agrees to hold harmless all the employees and volunteers of Weaving Wallingford, the Wallingford Community Council, the Wallingford Street Fair & Kiddies Parade and all property owners adjacent to the Street Fair area from and against all liability which may accrue to the undersigned as a result of participation in the Wallingford Street Fair.

· Compliance: Applicant agrees to comply with all Wallingford Street Fair, state and local laws and regulations, and to follow the directives of the Wallingford Street Fair organizers.

Food Vendor Instructions

Saturday, July 7, 2012

1. You must have a City of Seattle Vendor license.  If you don't already have one, you can get one for the day of the fair only from us for $5. 
2. The City of Seattle permit doesn't allow us to start setting up until 8AM. 

3. Remember that we do not have electricity or water available, however there are bathrooms for the use of vendors and fair-goers in the Wallingford Center. Food vendors please be sure your people do not wash dishes or serving platters in the Wallingford Center bathrooms.      
4. Food may not be served in Styrofoam containers.  

5. Vendors are requested to take their trash with them when they leave the fair.  
6. Your booth-spot assignment will be given to you by yellow t-shirted Street  Fair coordinators or at the Wallingford.org booth, which will be on Wallingford Ave N. between N. 44th and N. 45th Streets.

7. If you owe us money, you must pay in cash when you check in, or you won't be allowed to set up your booth. 

8. The Seafair Kiddies Parade will start at 11am.  N. 45th Street will be closed from about 10:30 am to 
12 noon. 

9. RECYCLING REQUIREMENT!!  We are required to have recycling and composting stations at the Street Fair. Recycle cans will be located throughout the fair area, and two recycle/trash/composting stations, monitored by volunteers, will be located near the food vendors.  Please ask your patrons to use them.  


DRIVING DIRECTIONS: 
Wallingford is located halfway between Aurora (Hwy 99) and I-5.  Driving directions are:

 From Northbound I-5: Take exit 169 toward NE 45th St. Take ramp toward NE45th St. and turn Left (West) onto NE 45th St.  Go approximately .7 miles to Wallingford.   You will see the barriers where the street is closed. Drive around the block to get to an unloading spot near N. 44th and Wallingford Ave. N.

 

From Southbound I-5:  Take exit 169 towards NE 45th St/NE 50th St. Take ramp toward NE 45th St. and turn right (West) onto NE 45th St. Go approximately .7 miles to Wallingford.   You will see the barriers where Wallingford Avenue is closed. Drive around the block to get to an unloading spot near N. 44th and Wallingford Ave. N.

We have no parking lot, so you can drive up to the corner of 44th and Wallingford Ave. N. and unload by your booth.  After unloading, move your car to any empty street parking spot in the surrounding area. Be careful not to park in the "Residential Parking Only" area, as that is an expensive parking ticket.  Watch the signs.

City of Seattle Food Service composting/Recycling Rules
Effective July 1, 2010, all food service businesses, of any size and category, must use approved compostable products, recyclable plastic, or recyclable plastic-coated paper products for all one-time-use food service ware.

All compostable food service items must be found on the Cedar Grove Composting site that lists all of the “Approved” packaging options for compostable food packaging: 
http://www.cedar-grove.com/acceptable/Accepted%20List.asp 
CAUTION: A large number of products advertised as “biodegradable” do not compost in the Seattle system. Because the intent of the City’s program is to minimize land filling. Products designed to be “biodegradable” in a landfill are not acceptable in Seattle. Be sure the products you buy are approved compostable as listed in the Cedar Grove site above. 

NOTE: All cups and plastic lids over 3” in diameter are recyclable in the City residential recycling program, and in most cases within existing commercial recycling services.
